administrative use by the Forest Service; (e) Use of any fire, military, emergency, or
law enforcement vehicle for emergency purposes; (f) Authorized use of any combat or
combat support vehicle for national defense purposes; (g) Law enforcement response
to violations of law, including pursuit; (h) Motor vehicle use that is specifically
authorized under a written authorization issued under Federal law or regulations; and
(i) Use of a road or trail that is authorized by a legally documented right-of-way held
by a State, county, or other local public road authority
